
Anticipating questions that your audience will have is a good way to help gain their support. Prepare 
answers to “who, what, where, why and how” questions, in order to establish more confidence in the 
plan and your ability to execute it.   

Common questions you should have answers for include:

•	What is the new technology, and how does it impact the organization?

•	What problem(s) does it solve, and how do those problems impact the organization?

•	Why does the organization need this right now?

•	How does this solution solve your problems, interdepartmental problems, and overall 
organizational problems? 

•	What is missing from your current solution that the new one would offer?

•	What are the basic security system requirements?

•	What is the timeline of implementing the new security technology?

•	What does success look like? What are your goals for the new technology and what are                  
the metrics to measure against?
